Preservation Tip of the Month: Drying Wet Items by Becky Schipper (Allen Co. Public Library)

Air drying is a simple, lonwtech method of drying books, documents, and photographs. It works best on damp materials. Saturated

materials may be air dried if they can be fully dried within 72 hoAitaiays keep the air circulating with fans on low speed.

To air dry an item, cover a table or other flat work surface with plaBla&ce clean newsprint over this to absorb moistbhange

the newsprint when it becomes damp. To flatten a paper or photo while it is drying on a flat surface, take the foll@wihgstep

the item is almost dry. 1) Interleave it between polyester web and blotting paper. 2) Use weights. 3) Place the béohmtan,th

with paper or photo on top, polyester web next, and then weights. 4) You can dry more than one item at a time, buessparate i

with layers of web and blotting paper.

Scientists are reporting an advance in computer memory devices capable of storing data for more than one billion isethies. This

same nanopatrticle technology used for fighting cancer and preventing blood clots. Packing more digital images, music, arn

data onto silicon chips in USB drives and smart phones is like squeezing more strawberries into the same size cartod00he 10

gigabits of data per square inch in todayds memor yindicaer

ds h

a new computer memory device can store thousands of times more data than conventional silicon chips with an estingated lifetim

of more than one billion years.

The researchers describe development of an experimental memory device consisting of an iron nanoparticle (1/50,0086f the width
a human hair) enclosed in a hollow carbon nanotube. This creates a programmable memory system like a silicon chip, that can

record digital information and play it back using conventional computer hardware. In lab and theoretical studies, thersesea
showed that the device had a storage capacity as high as 1 terabyte per square inch (a trillion bits of informatioeyancktem
stability in excess of one billion years. Say goodbye to computer hard drives and hello to nanotube memory in the tmare!
