Letôs face it! Computers and the Internet are great tools in locating ancestors. There is so much information 

for all Internet users, it can be overwhelming at times. To narrow down the endless possibilities, the best free 

sources are the message boards and email lists. The two most popular message boards are at 

www.genforum.com and http://boards.rootsweb.com/. Both websites include surnames and location boards 

for users to either view, respond, or request a new message. It may take a day to a year to receive a reply, but 

Iôve been able to locate answers to brickwalls via other researchers and meet new cousins.  

 

The message boards have messages dating back to 1999, so likely you may see messages on your ancestors. Email lists are 

important to subscribe to in researching your ancestors. Rootsweb has over 31,000 email lists divided by surnames and many 

different country locations. Simply sign up to email list service that youôre interested in at http://lists.rootsweb.ancestry.com/. 

You can belong to multiple email lists. If you donôt have an email account, sign up free at google.com or yahoo.com. (Internet 

Genealogy Magazine - October 2009) 

 

If you canôt afford to edit photos, many genealogy software companies include a limited photo editing program. But many free 

photo editing programs are available on the Internet including Gimpshop at  www.gimpshop.com using the Adobe photos 

standards, Picasa at www.picasa.google.com, Picnik at www.picnik.com, and Splashup/light at www.splashup.com. Some 

programs run in real time where you donôt need to download any software, and others require a free download to install and 

operate. (Internet Genealogy Magazine ï October 2009) 

Amelia Earhart was one of Americaôs popular women in the 1930s with her dashing personality and spirited 

adventures as an aviator. Among her many achievements, Amelia became the first woman to fly across the 

Atlantic and solo on a flight from Honolulu to the United States. She decided to try for the record flying 

around the world in June 1937. She made it more than halfway, but unfortunately was lost at sea between New 

Guinea and Howland Island in the Pacific. A new movie starring Hillary Swank was released last month that 

gives an interesting and factual story of this popular aviatorôs life. 
 

There are multiple theories surrounding her mysterious disappearance, but a unique case file from the National 

Archives and published online for the first time ever by Ancestry.com reveals more details. The 73-page file 

consisted of letters and telegrams sent in the 1960s by Congressman J. Arthur Younger, U.S. Ambassador to 

Japan Douglas MacArthur II and members of the U.S. Navy and U.S. Department of State. The records claim that Earhart and her 

navigator Fred Noonan were taken prisoner and executed in Saipan (then governed by Japan). In the records, Congressman 

Younger asks the U.S. Department of State to look into Earhart's disappearance based on a lead by Thomas E. Devine with the US 

Army Postal Unit, who stated that he actually saw the grave of Amelia Earhart while he was stationed in Saipan. 
 

"It's been more than 70 years, yet Amelia's disappearance remains one of America's greatest unsolved mysteries," said Quinton 

Atkinson, director of content acquisition for Ancestry.com. "These records leave you wondering if historians and Hollywood have 

gotten Amelia's story right. They shed light on a theory of her disappearance that has all but been brushed aside." See more details 

on Ameliaôs fate at http://www.ancestry.com/amelia.

LCGS and Loveland Public Library Sponsors Two Outstanding Genealogy Classes 
 

In September, Kate Legg, Certified Archivist, presented a very informative class on ñPreservation 

of Documents and Photosò at the Loveland Public Library. Over 25 people attended her three hour 

class.  
 

Kate discussed multiple methods of preserving and conserving many types of genealogy documents 

and photos, digitization of same, and disaster preparedness. Kate identified historic photos and 

stressed the care and handling of documents and photos will help to preserve these items for many 

years. Her class will be on video at our website in December. 
 

In October, Linda Tapparo , consultant for Creative Memories, presented an equally informative 

program on ñScrapbooking Your Family Historyò at the Loveland Public Library. Twenty people 

attended her three hour class. Linda discussed the two types of scrapbooking, traditional and the 

increasing popular digital formats, the different types of quality and materials needed for traditional 

scrapbooking, types of paper and plastic pages, adhesives, photo copying guidelines, contents and 

family tree order, family stories, gravesite rubbings, other paper memorabilia, using Creative 

Memories software for photo editing and digital scrapbooking, and time commitments and costs.

LCGS and Windsor Public Library Sponsor óIntro to Genealogyô Class 

 

Our society Vice President Carol Stetser gave a presentation on ñIntro to Genealogyò at the Windsor Public Library 

in October. Carol discussed primary and secondary records with many examples of each type, Internet databases, 

genealogy software, and our society. This class is available on our website in video format. 
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Is She the World's Greatest DNA Detective? 

ñYou don't know me butéò that's how DNA genealogy detective Colleen Fitzpatrick starts many of her phone 
conversations. Including one to Australia in 2007, looking for relatives of a family who died on the Titanic. 
Fitzpatrick had to explain the "Tomb of the Unknown Child" and DNA tests on three exhumed teeth, and how her 
listener might actually be part of a century-old mystery. ñWell,ò the stranger said, ñI did hear that my family was 
involved in a bad shipwreckéand some of them drowned.ò Those words led Fitzpatrick into an amazing story of 
a small boy never meant to board the Titanic; a pair of tiny shoes that helped identify him; and her own 
connection to the family of the ñUnknown Child.ò 

ñForensic scientists and genealogists share the same goals: to find out who was who and who did what, and 
when,ò Fitzpatrick said. ñForensic genealogy, sometimes called óCSI Meets Roots,ô shows genealogists how to use the tools of 
forensic science to solve their family mysteries, just like the FBI uses them to solve crimes.ò She has helped to solve many similar 
cases using DNA and genealogy since then. 

A Bad Start 
 
Three little teeth. That's what historians found in 2001 when they exhumed the famous grave of the Titanic's "Unknown Child." 
New technology could identify the boy. So experts scraped off DNA while dental anthropologists analyzed the teeth under 
electron microscopes. They narrowed the field to six of the 53 children on board. Then two. Then one. After 92 years, the mystery 
was solved. Relatives flew in from Europe. A documentary was made. And a graveside ceremony was held for 13-month-old Eino 
Panula of Finland. 

Only something was wrong. Further DNA tests showed that a second boy, 19-month Sidney Goodwin, of England, might have 
been the boy in the grave. Someone had to referee. So the U.S. military took charge and called a Fountain Valley, California 
woman with a pet tortoise, a dented old car and a PhD degree in nuclear physics ï popular DNA genealogy detective Colleen 
Fitzpatrick . 

Final Moments 

Fitzpatrickôs job was to find new lines of the Goodwin family to compare their DNA to that in the teeth. But all eight Goodwins 
on the Titanic ï father, mother, and six kids ï died. So Fitzpatrick had to reach back a century-and-a-half to the boy's grandfather 
and start her search there. In the course of her research, she learned the tragic family tale. 

The Goodwins initially were booked on another ship, the S.S. New York, but a coal strike delayed its passage, 
so they boarded the Titanic instead. When the supposedly unsinkable ship struck an iceberg on April 14, 1912, 
the family was held below with other third-class passengers for nearly two hours. By the time they reached the 
deck, the lifeboats were gone and the bow was sinking. In their final moments, the stern lifted from the water, 
snapped, and both halves plunged into the dark. Within hours, more than 1,500 passengers were dead.  

One of the dead, a child wearing petticoat, frock, socks and leather shoes, was later plucked from the 
wreckage and buried in Halifax, Nova Scotia, as the ñUnknown Child.ò The tiny boy became a symbol for all 
53 children who died that night. Was it Goodwin or even Panula? 

The Shoes 

To dispel souvenir hunters, all Titanic victims' clothes were ordered burned. But a cop, who was also a father, 
couldn't bear to destroy those little shoes. He stashed them in a drawer for years. Because of that, they survived, 
ending up in the Maritime Museum in Halifax, displayed as the shoes of the ñUnknown Child.ò 

In 2002, when historians said 13-month-old Eino Panula was the ñUnknown Child,ò someone looked at the shoes 
and shook their head ï too big for a 13-month old. The Armed Forces DNA Identification Lab in Rockville, Md., 
reopened the investigation with new rounds of DNA testing. They also called Fitzpatrick, who did her usual 
rummaging through ship manifests, probate records and national archives while cold-calling people around the 
world.  

That's how she tracked down Graeme Goodwin in Australia, who recalled a family story about a shipwreck. Through him, 
Fitzpatrick found two new lines of Titanic-related Goodwins. But something else was happening at the same time, another kind of 
turning point. 

Family Connections 

For her, there was something about the shoes: "They came from someone real," she says, "not a fairy tale." They pulled her into 
the Goodwin's story and struggle. So when the Armed Forces lab announced in 2008 that Sidney Goodwin was the ñUnknown 
Child,ò Fitzpatrick flew to Halifax for the ceremony. 

After the ceremony, the Goodwins did what others have done ï they made Fitzpatrick an honorary member of the family. Then 
they visited the Maritime Museum. And they held those little leather shoes. "It was an overwhelming feeling," Fitzpatrick says. "I 
felt like I was a Goodwin too." 

This is why she does what she does. "You're solving a human mystery, and humans are the ultimate mystery. This case was 
almost a century old, yet you can bring peace to people. It's almost like you can bring peace to the child himself." (Article written

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Digging Up the  

Strelow Roots 
by Karen Strelow 

When my husbandôs mother passed away in 2000, I began a search for his estranged father, a man he had 
never really known. What follows are the life pieces that I uncovered to give substance to the void of the 
Strelow identity. 
 
Armed only with the words, ñhe was born in Fort Collins, Colorado,ò I headed to Denver with our daughter 
when she attended a conference. After the bus ride to Fort Collins, my first instinct was to find the library. 
Finding the historical collection was a bonus. I returned that day with an obituary for Louise Theresa Steiner 
Strelow and photographs of her and George F. Strelowôs grave markers from the Grandview Cemetery. I had 
discovered my husbandôs grandparents! 
 

I married Allen Eugene Strelow, Jr. in 1974. His father, Allen Sr., was the youngest son of Louise and George Strelow. The 1968 
obituary for Louise listed six sons and daughters; Wilbur (Billie?), Verma (Burke), Tresa (Worrall), Orvil, Louise (Roberts), and 
Allen. Other children learned of later were Grandville, Elsie, and Charlotte Pearl. 
 
The Strelow farm had been in Wellington, where George and Louise settled around 1908 with their two oldest daughters, having 
left their own families back in Nebraska. Tragically, George took his own life there at the home in 1923, weeks after his 48th 
birthday when Allen (Sr.) was only 3 years old. Thanks to Carol Stetser of LCGS for her time in uncovering this story. 

 
The roots of the Strelow family are in Highland Precinct, Lancaster County of Nebraska. George was one of the younger children 
of Frederick Strelow and his wife Mary Benning Strelow, who came to America in 1865 from Prussia. Louise was raised in nearby 
Crete, Nebraska, the daughter of M. and Rosena Steiner. 
 
My husbandôs great grandfather, Frederick or Fred Strelow, appears to have been a bit of a 
prominent figure in the area. He served as director of roads for a few terms and was respected for 
his political insight. The family regularly attended the Lutheran church. Sadly, according to a 
biographical expert from Nebraska GenWeb, many of Fred and Maryôs children died young. 
 
When Fred and Mary left the Anklam region of Germany, his three brothers traveled with them, 
first arriving in New York, and soon moving westward to Chicago. Fred farmed a bit in DuPage 
County, Illinois, then left for Michigan, and finally settled in Nebraska, where George was born in 
1875. The brothers stayed in Chicago. 
 
One brother, John, remained there, but the other two brothers became a bit of flamboyant history 
when they made a fortune in Chicago real estate, only to lose most of it when a banker absconded 
with it, then left and bought a farm in Denton, a nearby town to brother Frederickôs farm, and lived 
as hermits for over 50 years. Theodor and Charles had a very productive farm and the locals knew 
they were making money, but the men were hardly in town to spend any of it. 
 
The Lincoln Star printed a series of reports on the court battle that waged, following their deaths in 
1926 as to who would receive the money uncovered on the farm. Yes, my husbandôs family 
history includes the proverbial hidden wealth story; money in the mattress, down the well, buried 
in the barn, etc. His great uncle Robert represented the local familyôs interest for the fortune. 
 
After his fatherôs suicide in 1923 as shown in the newspaper headline below, Allen Sr.ôs mother left the farm. Several of his sisters 
went to nursing school and worked at the local hospital in Fort Collins. Frederick moved out to Colorado to join his sonôs family 
when he widowed, and at some point Louiseôs brother Henry Steiner also left Nebraska for Fort Collins. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Allen Sr. (shown left in 1945) joined the Marines after he left home. He fought at Guadalcanal. He was 
skilled with a rifle and he spent his stateside years at Camp Pendleton in California as a marksman trainer. 
When shipboard, he once ported in Alaska and discovered a love for the region. After active duty he 
served in civil service at the air station in Kodiak. He married Betty, the daughter of the prominent Alaska 
politician, Warren Taylor, and they had two sons. 
 
Allen Sr. had a good soul and his Marine record showed excellent marks, but a dark side developed and 
he began to drink, giving rise to episodes of ugly behavior. Maybe this man whose father killed himself at 
home, and who witnessed the atrocities of war battle had succumbed to post traumatic stress syndrome; 
maybe it was trouble in his marriage; or something else; but relationships grew turbulent for the remainder 
of his life. 
 
When his marriage to Betty ended in 1947 he first had custody of the young boys, but later their mother 
regained rights. Michael and Terry were adopted by their new step-father. Allen Sr. remarried to a widow, 
Victoria McGillis, and they had a daughter, Allene. That marriage soon ended but Allen Sr. kept custody 
of Allene.
