Izn’t it a great feeling when one “hits a
gold mine” during a genealogical search
of can provide enormous amounts of
mnformation about a family? Last winter my wife Phyllis and I
had the opportunity to “open our door latch™ to a second cousin
on her paternal JENSEN side of he family. We had met the
couple several years ago at one of the local Jensen reunions, so
they weren’t completely unknown. During their stay. an
invitaticn to a June 18 Minnesota “JENSEN reunion™ was
extended.

To this day, it hasn’t been determined why there
was a mass exodus, but there have been indications that it was
mainly due to respiratory problems and the Celorade climate
was the answer. However, this has not been proven.

One of the remaining Minnesota JENSEN lines hosted the
reunion with a “covered dish™ lunch in Ellendale, MN and about
40 descendants attended including Phyllis” brother Gary and his
wife and granddaughter from Texas. Phyllis stele the show with
her fantastic presentation of some 16 20"x30" foam boards of
information depicting the “life and times™ of her JENSEN lines
that had settled in Fort Collins. Her grandmother Alice JENSEN
plus mother and father, Carl and Louise JENSEN, had
accumulated much of the information and Phyllis organized it.

During the stay, we had the opportunity to visit the remodeled
and expanded Freebom County Court houwse __and “hit several
JEWNSEN gold mines.” By the way, what a beautiful and efficient
facility!! The couwnty fathers are to be highly commended for
preserving. modifying and expanding the new portion to almost
exactly match the exterior of the original Court House.

Oddly enough, Charles A. JENSEN, who came to America
with his parents, somehow and somewhere, met and married a
lady from Chisago County just north of Minneapols. The family
of Alice Ingrid Elizabeth ANDERSON was in the Swedish
migration that settled in the Chucago City, MIN area known as
“Little Sweden™ in the 1800's. History indicates the pepulation
i1 the Swedish settlement of Chicago, IL was greater than that of
Gothenberg, Sweden following their migration and more spilled
over to Rockford, IL and Worcester, MA, Minneapolis and
Jamestown areas of M.

Alice, for some vnlmown reasen had stayed in Sweden when
her parents and siblings immigrated and didn’t come to America
until age 16, Upon arriving each family member changed their
surname to Dahloguist, but she did not. Our quest for Dahlguast
information took us to the new Minnescta History Center in St
Paul. MN and the Minnesota Historical Society Library on the
second floor. what a great facility!!!
